3. B - para fazer um convite com “would” e “like”, sempre usamos o infinitivo.

4. B - “to lend” pois segue o verbo “offer”

5. A - “opening”, sendo usado apo6s o verbo “mind”

6. A - usamos “to be” por causa do verbo “ask”; pelo contexto, sabemos que a pessoa pediu
para outras fazerem algo, e a construgao para isso € “ask (someone) to do something”; e usamos
“talking” com o “kept” para significar “continuaram a fazer algo”.

7. B - “to know”, pois é usado apos o verbo “pretend”

8. A - “to be”, ja que esta sendo usado depois de “seems”

9. B - “being”, ja que segue o verbo “mind”
