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J ANSWERS & EXPLANATIONS

1. B - a expressao “take off” significa, literalmente, “remover/levar/tirar (de cima de onde estava)”
2. D - “as soon as she walked into..” assinala que a frase esta em um ponto determinado do
passado. As alternativas B e C estao em tempos do presente, e a A, no Present Perfect, nao
pode ser usado com pontos especificos do passado.

3. D - aqui temos um 1st conditional, com o “if clause” no presente simples. Assim, a segunda
clausula da frase vai estar no futuro, com will/won’t + verb na forma base.

4. A - 3 expressao “se acostumar”, que é “get used to”, em inglés, sempre vem acompanhado
de gerundio. E usamos o “taking off” para “remover”, aqui.

5. A - a frase comeca com “could you tell me...”, com a pessoa pedindo um horario de aviao.
Assim, por contexto, sabemos que a frase vai estar no futuro. A Unica alternativa que expressa
isso € a A.

6. B - para dizer que algo ja aconteceu, usamos o Present Perfect, com have/has + already +
past participle.

7. D - as palavras “by the time we get...” indica que algo ja vai ter acontecido antes. Assim, us-
amos o will + present perfect.

8. A - 3 frase comeca com “Always”, o que aponta que a frase é um imperativo, para que alguém
sempre faga algo. Assim, usamos o verbo no presente simples.

9. C - na segunda parte do enunciado, temos “Allie is still...” (A Allie ainda esta...), assinalando
que algo esta em progresso. Para isso, usamos o Present Continuous.

10. C - a expressao “over there” € usada comumente para expressar que algo esta “ali”.

11. D - a palavra “balcony” significa “sacada”.

12. A - pelo contexto da frase, sabemos que uma pessoa esta dando uma orientagcao ou sug-
estdo a seu interlocutor, porque esta “frio 1a fora”. Assim, usamos a expressao “put on” (vestir,
colocar).

13. B - a palavra “counter”, aqui, significa “balcao”.

14. A - o verbo “drop” significa “deixar cair”.

15. C - a palavra “move” significa “mudar-se (de um lugar para o outro)”’ ou “mover-se”.

16. D - a expressao “cutting-edge” € usada para dizer que algo é “de ponta”, por exemplo, “tec-
nologia de ponta” = “cutting-edge technology”.
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17. C - “teens” é a palavra mais informal para “teenagers” (adolescentes).

18. A - “crowd” significa “um grande grupo de pessoas”. A palavra “roar” é “rugir’, e € comum
dizer que um barulho como o de uma multidao gritando, é um “rugido”.

19. A - a palavra “lady” é, literalmente, “moca” ou “dama”. E comum usa-la para se referir a
qualquer mulher no lugar da palavra “woman”.

20. A - a palavra “stoked”, aqui, significa “muito empolgado”

21. C - “traffic” € a palavra em inglés para “transito” e “trafico”.
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
