J ANSWERS & EXPLANATIONS

1. D - a expresssao “give away” significa, literalmente, “dar embora”.

2. B - “your facial expressions” esta na terceira pessoa do plural, eliminando a A, conjugada para
terceira pessoa do singular. A C, com “given away”, precisaria de outro complemento (ou have,
ou had, ou verb to be), que ndo temos. Com o restante do enunciado, “how you really feel”, nos
fala que a frase esta no presente, e Nnao no passado, eliminando também a D.

3. A - aqui temos uma 1st conditional, com “will” em uma clausula (you'll = you + will), e if +
verbo na forma base na outra.

4. C - o sujeito “we” esta na primeira pessoa do plural, o que elimina a A, a B, e a D, todas con-
jugadas para terceira pessoa do singular.

5. B - com o verbo “be” (you're = you + are), ndo podemos usar as opcoes A (no passado sim-
ples), ou C (com o modal verb “will"). A alternativa “given away” (“dado embora) ndo cabe no
contexto da frase.

6. C - “we had planned” aponta que a frase esta no passado. A e B estao em formas do pre-
sente, e C no futuro.

7. B - pelo contexto, “if you hadn’t told us...” aponta que a alguma coisa aconteceu no passado.
A esta no futuro e C no presente. A D fala de algo que era costume no passado e nao € mais,
mas O contexto sugere que foi uma situagao unica, € Nao uma rotina. Assim, a Unica que cabe
éaB.

8. C - 0 enunciado da questdo esta falando de coisas no passado, eliminando assim a A (que
esta no presente) e a D (no futuro). Para usar o passado participio, “given”, precisamos de um
complemento, que ndo temos na alternativa B.

9. D - pelo contexto, todo no passado, podemos eliminar a opcao A, que esta no presente, e a
C, que esta no futuro. O contexto também nos fala que o que estava acontecendo ndao era um
costume, algo que geralmente ocorria, anulando também a B.

10. C - a segunda aparte do enunciado, “every time we played”, nos aponta que estamos falan-
do de algo que era costume no passado. A alternativa A esta no presente, e a B e a D no futuro.

11. A - pelas palavras “this weekend” sabemos que a pessoa vai fazer algo no futuro. C e D estao
em versdes do passado, e a B no presente simples.

12. A - 0 equivalente a expressao “se quiser” é “if you like/if you want”.
13. A - a expressao “be quiet” (lit. “seja silencioso”) € o equivalente a expressao ‘faca siléncio”.

14. D - “excitement” tem o significado mais proximo de “empolgacao”.

15. C - “asleep” significa “adormecido”, e é usado no lugar de “dormindo”, do portugués infor-
mal.

16. B - a palavra “pretend” significa “fingir” ou “fazer de conta”.

17. A - quando queremos expressar a intenc¢ao de fazer algo, em portugués dizemos “pretend-
er’, enquanto em inglés é “intend (to)".

18. A - quando oferecemos algo a alguém de forma mais educada, usamos “would you like...."

19. B - a palavra “quiet” significa “silencioso”, “sem barulho”.

20. A - as palavras “still”, “motionless”, e “static” sao sindnimas, mas a palavra informal para
“quieto” mais comumente usada com “sit” é “still” (a expressao “to sit still” € equivalente a “ficar
quieto”).

21. C - a expressao “livid” significa “muito furioso”

22. D - a palavra “charity” significa “caridade”, ou, aqui, “instituicao de caridade”
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
