J ANSWERS & EXPLANATIONS

1. C - o significado literal de “look up” é “olhar para cima” ou “olhar na direcdo de (algo ou al-
guém)”.

2. B - o significado literal de “look up to” € “olhar para cima a algo ou alguém”

3. B - afrase comeca com “please”, o que indica um imperativo. Imperativos, em inglés, sempre
terdo o verbo em sua forma base, sem conjugacoes.

4. D - pelo resto da questao, “but then I.....and changed my mind” aponta que a pessoa fazia
algo que nao faz mais. As alternativas A e B falam de tempos presentes, e a C fala de futuro,
restando a D, com a expressao “used to” - costumava (mas ndo mais).

5. A - as palavras “when Chester was a kid” nos fala que a verbo que estamos procurando vai
estar no passado simples. As alternativas B e D estao em formas de presente, a nao podemos
usar a C, no Present Perfect, porque o “when...was a kid” nos especifica um momento na linha
do tempo, o0 que sempre pede o Simple Past.

6. A - “right now”, nesta frase, indica que a Felicia esta fazendo alguma coisa que esta em pro-
gresso no momento, pedindo assim o uso do Present Continuous.

7. D - com “looking” (alternativa B) precisariamos do verbo “be”, que nao temos. Gramatical-
mente, qualquer uma das outras trés alternativas estaria correta, mas prestando aten¢cao no
contexto da frase, apresentado sem nenhum outro, a alternativa mais indicada é a D, com
“should” oferecendo ao interlocutor uma sugestao de checar precos e ler os reviews antes de
reservar um quarto de hotel.

8. A - as palavras “ever since” aponta algo que comecou ha algum tempo e continua ainda hoje.
Para expressar isso, usamos o Present Perfect.

9. A - j3 temos o “would” na frase, entao podemos eliminar a D. Para usar “looking”, precis-
ariamos do verbo “be”, que nao temos, eliminando também a B. Acompanhando modal verbs,
nao podemos usar o verbo “had” como auxiliar do Past Perfect. Assim, resta somente a A.

10. A - aqui temos um 3rd conditional, com would have + past participle na segunda clausula.
Assim, a “if clause” pede o Past Perfect, alternativa A.

11. B - com as palavras “because he always does his best”, sabemos que a frase esta no pre-
sente simples, contando um fato. Como “Suzy” esta na terceira pessoa do singular, nao pode-
mos usar “look up to” (D), precisamos conjugar o verbo com ‘s’. Assim, alternativa B.

12. D - para internet, computador, e outros eletronicos, usamos a preposicao “on”, anulando
a A ea C. Além disso, a palavra “online” ja inclui a preposicao, nao podendo ter ela repetida,
anulando a B.

13. A - usamos a expressao “make sure” para dizer “certifique-se de (algo)’, e é bem mais co-
mum falar isso em inglés que em portugués.

14. C - “her husband” nos confirma que a pessoa de quem estamos falando € uma mulher, e
casada. Para dizer “Senhora Smith”, usamos “Mrs.”

15. C - quando se recebe ou se encontra uma informacao nova, usamos “found out”. A palavra
“discovered” é usada para quando algo é “desencoberto”, e assim, “descoberto”.

16. D - a expressdo “be sure” (aqui, “I am sure”) significa, literalmente, “estar certo (de algo)”’,
equivalente a expressao “ter certeza (de algo)”.

17. A - quando queremos saber o significado de alguma coisa em inglés, geralmente usamos o
verbo “to mean” (lit. “significar”)

18. B - a preposicao para achar informacdes em livros, revistas, qualquer coisa impressa, € “in”.
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
