O som de /k/ tem uma peculiaridade que faz toda a diferenca em como sua pronudncia sera
notada por nativos.

O som de /k/, assim como outros sons de consoantes que ja vimos, produz uma liberacdo de ar,
uma pequena explosdo quando no inicio de palavras. Além disso é produzido somente na boca.
Ou seja, nao vibra as cordas vocais.

O contrario acontece com /g/ que é voseado e produz vibra¢do nas cordas vocais. Vamos ver
