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Trata-se de um som de facil identificagdo mas com representacdo bastante variada. Todos os
simbolos a seguir podem descrever esse fonema:

/3/ou/3:/-Normalmente usado para transcri¢cdes fonéticas no inglés britanico, ja que os sotaques
daquela regido tendem a omitir o /r/. Exemplo com a palavra “early”: /' 3:li/.

/3r/ - Normalmente usado para transcri¢des fonéticas de palavras no inglés americano, ja que
0s americanos em geral pronunciam a letra “R” como som de /r/. Exemplo com a palavra
“early": /' 3rli/

e O primeiro é usado para transcrever o fonema na sua forma tdnica nas palavras. O
segundo, cumpre a mesma funcdo do som de /8/ com relacao ao som de /a/. Ou seja, o som de
/-/ é a versdo nao ténica do som de /3-/. Em alguns dicionarios esse fonema ndo ténico pode ser
transcrito juntando dois simbolos diferentes: /a/ e /r/, ficando /ar/.

Isso acontece porque, como ja vimos, o /d/ é uma versao nao ténica de /a/ no inglés americano.
Dai, faz sentido usar esse som combinado com /r/.

/3:r/ - Nesta aula, iremos usar este simbolo usado pelo dicionario Oxford Learners Dictionary.
Esses “:" depois do simbolo 3, serve como um alongador do som de vogal. O dicionario da Oxford

interpreta que seja necessario. E uma variacdo de pouca influéncia.

Também iremos usar varia¢des diferentes quando necessario. As explicacdes de tais situagdes
estardo na videoaula.

Ndo se preocupe com todos esses simbolos. Por ja termos estudados outros sons antes e também
por serem bem parecidos um com o outro, vocé tera facilidade de identificar o que eles querem

dizer. O mais importante é que vocé saiba identificar e produzir o fonema que eles descrevem.
