J ANSWERS & EXPLANATIONS

1. B - a expressao “give up” significa, literalmente, “dar/entregar para cima” ou “dar/entregar na
direcao de alguém”

2. D - pelas palavras “after he lost”, sabemos que a frase esta no passado, o que elimina a A,
que esta no presente, e a B, que esta no futuro. Pelo contexto, sabemos que a pessoa desistiu
de fazer alguma coisa em especifico, eliminando a C, que fala de um costume do passado.

3. A - o contexto “....when he ran into” indica que estamos procurando um verbo no passado. A
B esta no presente simples, a C no futuro, e a D no presente continuo, sobrando assim somente
a A

4. A - as palavras “next year” colocam o tempo da frase no futuro, e a A € a Unica que expressa
iSSO.

5. A - o enunciado da questao sem um sujeito indica que ela esta no imperativo. Para ele, sem-
pre usamos os verbos em sua forma base, sem conjugacoes.

6. D - a dica esta bem no finalzinho da frase; “a long time ago”, um passado bem distante. A e
B estao em formas do presente, e a C esta no futuro.

7. A - aqui temos um 1st conditional, com “will” na segunda parte, e o “if + forma base do verbo”
na outra clausula.

8. B - no enunciado da questao, ja temos o verbo “to be” (aqui conjugado como “is”). Assim,
podemos eliminar as opgoes A, C, e D, pois fariam a frase ficar gramaticalmente incorreta.

9. C - o inicio do enunciado, “I was trying to finish...” assinala que a frase esta no passado, an-
ulando assim a B, que esta no presente simples, e a D, no futuro. A segunda parte da questao,
“‘when it got dark”, especifica o momento no passado no qual a pessoa desistiu, eliminando
assim também a A.

10. B - o contexto da frase, com “got tired of hiding....”, coloca o tempo verbal da frase no pas-
sado, eliminando a C. A D, que fala de algo que era costumeiro antes e agora nao € mais, Nao
combina com o contexto da frase. Como o ladrao se cansou de esconder antes de se entregar,
e ndo o contrario, nao podemos usar o Past Perfect, da alternativa A.

11. A - apos o “shouldn’t”, ndo podemos usar em seguida o “to” (D), nem o verbo no passado
(B), e nem no gerundio (C).

12. C - a palavra “hard” significa “duro”, ou “dificil”.

13. D - a expressao para anel de noivado (que sabemos ser o caso porque “propose to (some-
one)” = pedir em casamento) é “engagement ring”.

14. C - se 0 Jason comprou cupcakes e baguettes, ele sO pode ter feito isso em uma padaria,
ou “bakery”.

15. B - quando queremos dizer que o dinheiro que recebemos por algum servico € bom ou
ruim, € comum usarmos “the pay”.

16. A - “couch” significa “sofa”, e & a mesma coisa que “sofa”.

17. D - a expressao “take out a loan” significa “fazer um empréstimo”.

18. D - 3 expressao “grand opening” é a equivalente a “inauguracao”.

19. B - “robbers” e “thieves” significam “ladroes”.

20. A - a palavra “sentence”, quando usado no sentido legal, significa “sentenca” ou “pena”.

21. D - a palavra “begged” significa “implorou”, “pediu muito”.

22. B - “thief” significa “ladrao”. “Mugger” € “assaltante”, que usa de violéncia para cometer seu
crime, “pickpocket” & o “trombadinha”, e “hustler” indica “alguém que consegue algo de outros,
geralmente dinheiro, através de engano e ‘passadas de perna’.
