COMPARATIVES & SUPERLATIVES
I MAKING COMPARISONS:

We use the comparative form of adjectives or adverbs to compare something against an-
other thing. Usamos a forma comparativa de adjetivos ou advérbios para comparar alguma
coisa em relacdo a outra.

Subject + BE + comparative form of the adjective/adverb + than + object.
Sujeito + SER/ESTAR + mais adjetivo/advérbio + que + objeto.

§ USING SUPERLATIVES:

We use the superlative form to demonstrate how one thing compares to all the rest. Usamos
a forma superlativa para indicar como uma coisa se compara em relacdo a todas as outras. (E
0 mais de todos ou o menos de todos em alguma categoria.)

Subject + BE + superlative form of the adjective/adverb + of/in (the category).
Sujeito + SER + o mais adjetivo/advérbio + de (todos na categoria).

2. Jupiter is colder than earth. Jupiter é mais frio que a Terra.

3. January is a warmer month than April. Janeiro é um més mais quente que Abril.
4. Spanish is easier than Japanese. £spanhol é mais facil que Japonés.

5. Billy is happier than Bobby. Billy é mais feliz que Bobby.

2. My history class is more boring than my physics class. Minha aula de historia € mais en-
tediante que minha aula de fisica.

3. Skydiving is more exciting than bungee jumping. Sa/to de paraquedas é mais empolgante
que bungee jumping.

4. Arabic is more challenging than French. Arabe é mais desafiador que Francés.

5. Crossfit is more difficult than Zumba. Crossfit é mais dificil gue Zumba.

5. Barcelona is the most beautiful city that I’ve seen. Barcelona é a cidade mais bonita que
eu ja vi.

ADJECTIVE COMPARATIVE FORM SUPERLATIVE FORM

good better best

bad worse worst

far further farthest

*stupid more stupid/stupider most stupid/stupidest
*fun more fun most fun

*funner and funnest are also used, but “more fun” and “most fun” is more grammatically correct. ;)

B EXAMPLES

1. Shelly is better than Anna at skiing. Shelly € melhor que Anna em esquiar.

2. Shelly is worse than Anna at dancing. Shelly € pior que Anna em dangar.

3. Simone Biles is the best gymnast in the world. Simone Biles é a melhor ginasta do mundo.
4. Today was the worst day ever. Hoje foi o pior dia de todos.

5. English is more fun than German. /ng/és é mais divertido que Alemao.
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
