I EXEMPLOS

1. Present tense
| am going to the grocery store. Do you want to come along? £stou indo ao supermercado.
Quer vir junto?

2. Present continuous
No matter what you say, we're coming along! Ndo importa o que vocé disser, nés vamos
Jjuntos!

3. Past simple

Even though she hates grocery shopping, Camilla was so bored that she came along with
us when we went to buy groceries. Apesar de odiar fazer compras (para casa), a Camilla estava
tdo entediada que ela veio junto conosco quando fomos fazer compras

4. Past continuous + past simple
Maggie and Dana were going to come along with us to the museum, but they decided
against it. Maggie e Dana iriam vir conosco para o museu, mas decidiram nao Vir.

5. Used to
When my sister was little, she used to always come with us when we went out. Quando
minha irma era pequena, ela sempre costumava vir com a gente quando saiamos.

6. Future
You don’t have to be afraid to travel, we will come along with you. Vocé ndo precisa ter
medo de viajar, Nn0s vamaos juntos com voce.

7. Present perfect
I've already decided to come along, and | won’t change my mind. J3 decidi te acompanhar,
e eu ndo vou mudar de ideia.

8. Past perfect
Although we had decided to come along, we couldn’t go after all. Apesar de termos decidido
vir junto, no final das contas nao pudemos ir.

9. Conditionals
If you want to come along, you need to tell me. Se vocé quiser vir, vocé precisa me dizer.
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10. Modals must
Malcom must buy his own ticket if he wants to come along. O Malcom tem que comprar o
proprio ingresso se ele quiser vir junto.

2) Come along = progredir

11. present continuous

The renovations on the house are coming along really nicely! | can’t wait to see the final
result! A reforma da casa esta progredindo muito bem! Mal posso esperar para ver o resultado
final!

12. past continuous

Jimmy was really coming along with his strength training. I’'m sorry to hear that he quit. O
Jimmy estava realmente progredindo com seu treino de musculagcdo. Lamento que ele tenha
desistido.

J HIGHLIGHTS

No matter what - lit. “ndo importa o qué”

Ex: No matter what | do, | can’t find the solution. - Ndo importa o que faco, ndo consigo achar
a solugdo.

Ex. | love you, no matter what. - £u te amo, ndo importa o que aconteca.

Even though - “embora, apesar de”.
Ex: Even though we're busy, we can still have fun. - £mbora estejamos ocupados/cheios de
coisa para fazer, ainda podemos nos divertir.

Grocery shopping - fazendo compras de supermercado; groceries - alimentos do supermer-
cado; grocery store - supermercado

Decided against (it) (passado de decide against (it)) - lit.“decidir contra”; expressao que quer
dizer decidir nao fazer algo, principalmente apos considerar a possibilidade de fazer seja la o
que for.

Ex: | was going to the mall, but when | saw it was raining, | decided against it. - £u iria ao
shopping, mas quando vi que estava chovendo, decidi ndo ir.

Ex. | decided against going to the mall when | saw it was raining. - Decidi ndo ir ao shopping
quando vi que estava chovendo.

Ex. | was going to cut my hair really short, but | decided against it. - £u iria cortar meu ca-
belo bem curto, mas decidi ndo cortar.

Travel - viajar (o verbo)

Change my mind - lit. “mudar minha mente”; equivalente a expressao “mudar de ideia”.
Ex. | changed my mind and accepted the offer. - Mude/ de ideia e aceitei a proposta.

After all - lit. “ap06s tudo”; equivalente a expressao “no final das contas”.
Ex. It all worked out after all. - No final das contas deu tudo certo.
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(his) own - lit. (seu) proprio.

| can’t wait - Mal posso esperar

Ex. | can’t wait for the party this weekend! - Ma/ posso esperar para a festa este final de se-
mana!

Ex. | can’t wait to see you! - Mal posso esperar para te ver!

I’'m (so) sorry ... - Lamento (muito) ...

Ex. I’'m sorry to hear that your father passed away. = Lamento que seu pai faleceu
*pass away - falecer (E melhor usar “pass away” em vez de “die” com pessoas)

Ex. I’'m sorry for your loss. - Llamento sua perda.
