J ANSWERS & EXPLANATIONS

1. D - a expressao “look back” significa, literalmente, “olhar para tras”.

2. C - pelo contexto da questao, sabemos que a pessoa esta falando de algo que ira acontecer,
no futuro. A expressao “you’ll” (you will) + verbo na forma base (alternativa C) é a Unica que ex-
pressa futuro das alternativas.

3. B - “Vinny..when he walked into a sign” nos fala que ele estava fazendo algo quando outra
coisa aconteceu. Assim sendo, usamos o Past Continuous, letra B.

4. A - a palavra “currently” significa “atualmente”, indicando que estao fazendo algo neste mo-
mento, para o qual utilizamos o Present Continuous.

5. D - as palavras “when we got home” indicam que que a frase esta no passado. A Unica que
indica passado € a D.

6. A - aqui é importante entender o contexto: “Often times the most difficult moments teach us
the best lessons” (Varias vezes os momentos mais dificeis nos ensinam as melhores licdes). A
palavra “anger” é “raiva”, e, se a pessoa esta falando sobre a importancia dos momentos dificeis,
iSSO Nao combina com a raiva. Portanto, ela esta dando uma sugestao de nao olhar para tras
com raiva.

7. A - as palavras “and think about..” indicam que a frase esta no Presente Simples. Assim, apos
o advérbio de frequéncia “often” vai ter o verbo no Presente Simples.

8. A - as palavras “every time we would get together” indicam que a pessoa esta falando de algo
que costumava acontecer no passado. A alternativa com “used to” € a Unica que expressa isto.
9. A -aqui temos um 1st conditional, com “will”
clausula do “if”.

em uma das clausulas, e o Present Simples na

10. D - A pessoa esta dizendo “You....in order to avoid repeating the same mistakes” (Vocé...a fim
de evitar repetir os mesmos erros), provavelmente dizendo que seu interlocutor precisa fazer
algo para evitar repetir os erros. O verbo que usamos para expressar isso € o “must”.

11. B - as palavras “several times this week” significa que algo tem sido feito algumas vezes nesta
semana. Para expressar isso usamos o Present Perfect (have/has + past participle).

12. A - a3 palavra “darling” significa “querido” ou “amado”.

13. A - a expressao “to be fond of” € uma maneira um pouco formal de dizer que se gosta
bastante de algo.

14. D - pela palavra “accidentally” (acidentalmente), sabemos que ndao vamos usar “lost” (per-
deu), uma vez que isso ja é um acidente. A palavra “left” significa “deixou”, e é a que cabe melhor.

15. B - a expressao “have you ever...?” é bastante usada para significar “vocé ja/alguma vez na
vida....?”

16. A - o contexto, falando do falecimento do Wallace, indica uma situacao dificil de se passar.
Para isso, usamos a expressao “go through” (lit. “ir através”), e, aqui, “went through”.

17. B - a palavra “hangover” significa “ressaca”.

18. B - como temos o past participle been (do verbo “to be”), precisamos do “has” que, aqui,
esta com o “never” (alternativa B).

19. D - a palavra “ever” é uma expressao que nao existe em portugués, e significa algo como

“‘em qualquer ponto do tempo”. Usamos muito para enfatizar que algo é “o melhor/pior/etc. de
todos os tempos”.
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
