B ANSWERS & EXPLANATIONS

1. B - a expressao “fall through” significa, literalmente, “cair pelo/através”.

2. D - para usar a alternativa B, “falling through”, precisariamos do verbo “to be”, que nao temos,
e para usar a C, seria necessario um complemento (como “have”, “had”), que também nao te-
mos. Pelo contexto, sabemos que a pessoa esta explicando a outra o motivo de ela agora poder
encontra-la, indicando que ela esta falando de algo que ocorreu no passado.

3. A - o contexto da frase, com a segunda parte do enunciado acrescentando ao primeiro com
“and we'll probably...” aponta que a frase esta falando de futuro. As alternativas B, C, e D estao
em formas diferentes de passado.

4. A - verbos modais, o verbo to be, e verbos auxiliares, como o “have”, vem antes de advérbios
de frequéncia, como o “always”. Sendo assim, somente a alternativa A se encaixa.

5. C - com o verbo “to be” (aqui conjugado para “are”) no enunciado da questao, sabemos que
nao vamos usar nem a A e nem a B, e a D (“fallen through”) estd no contexto errado para usar
com o verbo “to be”.

6. B - 0 contexto da frase, “before finally being implemented” nos indica que algo ocorreu antes
desta acao, que também ocorreu no passado. Para expressar isso, usamos o past perfect (had
+ past participle).

7. B - aqui temos um 1st conditional, com o presente simples na clausula com o “if” (o inicio do
enunciado). Assim, a segunda parte da frase vai pedir o “will”".

8. A - sabemos no contexto da frase que uma pessoa esta dando um conselho a outra, ex-
plicando de algo que pode acontecer se ela nao tiver cuidado. Para expressar isso, usamos o
“could” (lit. “podia” ou “poderia”).

9. D - o contexto do enunciado da questao aponta que a pessoa esta comentando de algo que
aconteceu, o que elimina a C e a A. Se estamos falando de algo que aconteceu num passado
bem recente e ainda esta repercutindo neste momento, usamos o Present Perfect (have + past
participle).

10. C - com as palavras ‘I could tell...” e “when our boss called...” indica que o contexto esta
todo no passado. A e B, que expressam presente e futuro respectivamente, estao eliminadas. A
D fala de algo que era costume, e nao de algo que tinha acontecido. Para isso, usamos o Past
Perfect (had + past participle).

11. D - o inicio do enunciado, “when we were kids”, assinala que a pessoa esta falando de coisas
que aconteciam durante sua infancia. Quando estamos falando de lembrancas assim, costum-
amos usar a construcao “would + verb in base form”.

12. D - “whacky” ou “wacky” quer dizer “maluquinhho”

13. B - “a couple of” € uma expressao que quer dizer “uns dois”.

14. B - a expressao “get it together” € equivalente a expressao “dar um jeito em si mesmo”.
15. D - a palavra “careful” significa “cuidadoso”.

16. B - “weather” é a palavra para “tempo”, de se faz sol, ou se esta chuvoso, etc.

17. C - com o verbo “reach”, usamos a palavra “deal” (acordo).

18. B - “pub” significa “bar”.

19. B - “ambitious” significa “ambicioso”, que combina com a frase (“who strives to get ahead” =
“que se esforca para se colocar adiante”).
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
