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Present Perfect Simple Tense

O Present Perfect € muito utilizado na lingua Inglesa e requer
muita atencdo ao ser estudado, pois se frata de um tempo
verbal que ndo existe em portugués e, por isso, costuma
gerar muitas duvidas.

Este tempo verbal indica uma relacdo entre o tempo passado
e o presente.

O present perfect serd utilizado para:

1. descrever acdes que ocorreram no passado e afetam o
presente, ou acdes que iniciaram no passado e seguem
acontecendo;

| have lived in Alegrete since | was 10 years old. (/ still live
in Alegrete)

Sarah has written a book since last year. (She started writing
a book last year, but she is still writing this book)

E o Simple Past? Qual a diferenca? Let’s see:
| lived in Alegrete 10 years ago. (I don't live in Alegrete now)
Sarah wrote a book last year. (She finished the book)

Nas frases no Simple Past, a agcdo comegou e ferminou no
passado.

Com o Present Perfect, vamos usar muito since como um
indicativo de quando a acdo iniciou no passado, e equivale
ao nosso "desde” : since last year, since last Summer, since

last week, since 1998.

Em frases com o since, antes do since usamos Present Perfect,
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e depois do since, se formos usar um verbo novamente, ele
precisa estar no Simple Past:

| have lived in Alegrete since | was 10 years old.
She has studied English since she was 7.
They have worked as engineers since they graduated from college.

Podemos também utilizar for usamos para indicar periodo de tempo,
sendo equivalente ao nosso hda XX fempo:

They have known each other for 3 years.

We've played volleyball for 5 years.

2. acdes que acabaram de acontfecer, ou que vém ocorrendo
recentemente

They have been happy recently.

We have run every day at the park.

We have just finished our work.

She has just read the magazine.

3. acdes passadas sem terem um fempo determinado - ndo sabemos,
ndo queremos informar ou entdo ndo interessa quando a acdo
aconteceu.

You have played video game for a long fime.

| have cooked for you.

4. acdes ou situacdes que podem mudar, for example:
Have you ever eaten Thai food?? No, | have never eaten Thai food.
| have watched Titanic 5 times. I'm going to watch it again tonight.

ESTRUTURA

Uma caracteristica de todos os tempos verbais “perfect” é que eles
SEMPRE utilizam verbo auxiliar em todas as apresentacdes: afirmativo,
negativo e interrogativo. Ou seja, sempre vamos utilizar Have ou Has, se
for He, She ou It.

Esse tempo verbal é formado pelo verbo auxiliar have (have/has) + o
participio do verbo principal.

acrescentamos “-ed” ao final do verbo.

Pessoa + have/has + acdo principal (participio)

| have met my friends every year since we graduated.
I've met my friends every year since we graduated.

She has played soccer since she was a child.

She's played soccer since she was a child

Essa contracdo de has fica exatamente igual d confracdo de is.
Como diferenciar?



Vai depender exclusivamente do que vier apds essa contracdo.
Se tivermos uma ac¢do no participio ou, sendo regular, no
simple past, o apdstrofo s indicard a contracdo de has. Se tiver
uma acdo no ing, ou somente o restante da frase, significa que
o apostrofo s indica a contracéo de is:

She's my friend - She is my friend
She's talking to me - She is talking to me
She's written a book - She has written a book

Quando formos falar no negativo, acrescentaremos o not ao
have ou has, lembrando que:

He, She, It usamos Has

|, You, We, They usamos Have

Pessoa + have not/has not + ac@o principal (participio)
| haven’t met my friends recently.
She hasn't studied Spanish yet.

Podemos, fambém, contrair o have ou o has junto com o noft:
Has + not = hasn’t

Have + not = haven't

He, she, it = hasn’t

|, you, we, they = haven'’t

Agora para formar a Interrogativa, precisaremos inverter o
have ou has com a pessoaq, dessa forma:

Have you lived in Alegrete since you were 10 years old?
Yes, | have. / No, | haven’t.

Has Annie written a book since 19987

Yes, she has. / No, she hasn't.

Importante aqui notar que Annie = ela. Ela = she, entdo anfes de
Annie usamos has.

Se fosse Annie and Peter, for example, seriam eles. Eles = They,
entdo:



Have they written a book?
Yes, they have / No, they haven't.

E o mesmo acontece quando usamos question words:
What have you done?
How have you been?

Existe uma estrutura muito usada no present perfect, as
perguntas com
have/has + pessoa + ever

Com essa pergunta, questionamos se, em algum momento
desde o inicio da existéncia até o presente momento, algo
aconteceu. Seria o equivalente ao nosso Vocé jd...? em
portugués. E, mais uma vez, aqui ndo € importante saber
quando a acdo aconteceu, e sim, somente SE ela aconteceu
alguma vez ou néo:

Have you ever...

... eaften snails? No, | have never eaten snails.

... eaten tomatoes? Yes, | have already eaten fomatoes.

.. wafched The Lord of the Rings? No, | haven’'t watched this
film.

... visited The Louvre Museum? No, | haven’t visited The Louvre
Museum vyet.

... danced with a famous person? | don’t think | have.

... drunk fomato juice? No, | have never drunk tomato juice.

... had a short haircut? Yes, | have already had a short haircut.
... studied French? No, | haven’t studied French.

... played soccer? Yes, | have already played soccer.

Agora veremos algumas expressdes muito importantes para o
Present Perfect:

Just: recentemente, acabou de acontecer
We've just eaten lunch.




Already +: Ja
I've already eaten fomatoes.

Never: Nunca
She's never played soccer.

*PERCEBA que already, just and never ficam, geralmente, entre
have/has e a acdo principal.

Yet: ainda ndo (na negativa) e j& (na interrogativa)
| haven’t studied Spanish yet.
Have you finished your homework yet?

Recently: ultimamente, recentemente
| haven’'t met my friends recently.
Have you watched any nice movies recently?

Before: antes desse momento, até agora
I've never done skydiving before.

So far / until now: até o momento
We haven’'t done our homework so far.

BEEN X GONE ‘

Mellanie and Bob have been to New York.

Quando usamos been a ideia € de que a pessoa esteve naquele
lugar, mas ndo estd mais |4, ela foi e voltou, ou seja, Mellanie e
Bob estiveram em New York mas j& estéo de volta.

John has gone to France.

Quando usamos gone, queremos dizer que a pessoa foi para
aquele determinado lugar e continua Id, ou seja, o John estd na
Franca, ele foi pra Id e |d ficou, ele estd Id no momento em que
eu estou falando.

Quando vamos indagar se uma pessoa jd foi a um determinado
lugar, usamos been:
Have you ever been to London?
