J ANSWERS & EXPLANATIONS

1. D - “look around” significa, literalmente, “olhar ao redor”.
2. A - a expressao “let’'s” sempre vem acompanhada do verbo no presente simples.

3. B - pelo enunciado, com o “I'm” (I am), sabemos que o tempo verbal estd no Present Con-
tinuous (alternativa B).

4. C - pelo contexto, “....when | ran into them”, sabemos que algo estava em progresso antes
deste evento acontecer. Sendo assim, usamos o Past Continuous (letra C).

5. D - “years ago....Now they just...” assinala que algo acontecia anos atras, e agora nao. Para
expressar isso, usamos “used to” + verb.

6. A - seguindo o contexto “we will....while you...” indica que vao fazer algo enquanto outra coisa
sera feita. Assim, apos o “will”, usamos o verbo em sua forma base.

7. D - a primeira parte da questao termina com “before” (antes), assinalando que a frase esta
falando de algo que “foi feito” antes. Assim, a traducao é “have looked around”, letra D.

8. C - com as palavras “..for hours before he decided..” indica que algo tinha acontecido antes
de o Stanley decidir. Para expressar isso, usamos o Past Perfect (had + past participle).

9. A - aqui temos um 1st conditional, com uma clausula usando o “will”. Entao a clausula com
o “if” usa o verbo na forma base.

10. C - ap0ss o “can”, s6 podemos usar a alternativa com o verbo na forma base.

11. D - “can’t”, aqui, vai ser seguido do verbo na forma base, eliminando a C. Ndo usamos “him”
para objetos (aqui, um livro), eliminando a B. O verbo “find” (assim como a grande maioria dos
verbos) precisa de um objeto para ele, portanto, s6 a D esta correta.

12. A - “power outlet” € a expressao em inglés para “tomada elétrica”.

13. B - Temos o “even though” (mesmo que/ainda que) no inicio da frase, indicando um con-
traste. Nao podemos repetir nem o “even” e nem o “though”, o que anula a C e a D. “Yet” vai
no final de uma frase, significando “ainda nao”, ou, mais formalmente, no inicio de uma frase,
significando “mas”. A Unica que cabe é “still” (ainda).

14. D - March 23 é uma data completa que inclui o dia). Para isso s6 usamos “on”.

15. A - “folks” &€ uma palavra informal para “gente”

16. D - a expressao “Shall we” € uma maneira um pouco formal de fazer um convite, em forma
de pergunta.
