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ANSWERS & EXPLANATIONS
1. D – a expressão “take on” significa, literalmente, “tomar sobre”, ou, “assumir”. 

2. A – “last week” aponta que a frase está em um ponto específico do passado, o que elimina a 
B, que está no presente, e a D, no Present Perfect. A C, com “used to”, também não cabe, uma 
vez que estamos falando de um evento isolado e não algo que ocorria com frequência antes e 
não ocorre mais. 

3. D – para seguir o verbo “want” com outro verbo, precisamos da preposição “to” entre eles.

4. B – as palavras “right now” nos indicam que algo está acontecendo neste momento, o que 
pede o Present Continuous. “Be taking on”, alternativa A, está gramaticalmente incorreto com o 
sujeito “Janet”, sobrando assim a B.

5. C – a segunda parte do enunciado, “but now she is more focused...” aponta que algo acon-
tecia antes que não acontece mais. Para expressar isso, usamos o “used to”.

6. A – pelo início do enunciado, “When Billy was promoted....”, sabemos que a frase está fa-
lando de coisas que aconteceram num determinado ponto no passado. Para expressar isso, 
usamos o Simple Past, letra A.

7. A – na segunda parte da questão temos “if she gets a raise”, assinalando um 1st conditional. 
Sendo assim, a “if clause” vai ter o verbo com ‘will’.

8. D – pelo contexto da frase, sabemos que a pessoa está dando uma orientação, ou sugestão, 
a outra. Para expressar isso, usamos o modal verb “should”.

9. C – “next semester” assinala que estamos falando de algo que ainda vai acontecer. A única 
alternativa que expressa futuro é a C.

10. A – as palavras “since the beginning of the semester” fala de algo que começou no início do 
semestre e continua até hoje. Para expressar isso, podemos usar o Present Perfect (have + past 
participle). 

11. B – a expressão “as it is” significa “assim como é/está”.

12. B – a preposição “to” acompanha o verbo “listen” aqui, e precisa vir ao final da frase. 

13. C – a expressão “can/can’t afford” significa que algo cabe/não cabe dentro dos recursos 
possíveis. Muito usado para dizer que se pode ou não pagar algo, como assim: “I think we can 
afford a bigger house since you got a raise. – Acho que podemos pagar por uma casa maior já 
que você conseguiu um aumento.”

14. A – a expressão “right now” significa “agora mesmo” ou “neste exato momento”.

15. D – “puppies” significa “filhotes de cachorro”.

16. C – “to care about” significa “se importar”, e “to care for” significa “cuidar de”.

17. D – “enough” é a palavra mais comum para “o bastante” ou “o suficiente”.
