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J ANSWERS & EXPLANATIONS

1. B - a expressao “come around” significa, literalmente, “vir ao redor” ou “vir por al”

2. B - com “yet”, gramaticalmente usamos um verbo em um dos tempos verbais de Perfect.
Aqui, temos o Present Perfect.

3. D - com “yet”, gramaticalmente usamos um verbo em um dos tempos verbais de Perfect.
Aqui, temos o Past Perfect.

4. A - aqui temos um verbo modal, o “may”, que pede um verbo em sua forma base, sem conju-
gacoes, ou um dos tempos verbais Perfect, dependendo do contexto. Neste caso, & o primeiro.

5. C - aqui temos um 3rd conditional, com o “if clause” com o past perfect (had + past parti-
ciple). Assim, a outra parte da frase tem de estar com um verbo modal (aqui o “might”), mais o
present perfect (have + past participle)

6. D - “when Jan called” nos indica que a frase esta no passado, e a unica alternativa que ex-
pressa passado € a D.

7. D - a expressao “used to” assinala que a questao esta no passado, e a expressao “would
come around” é uma forma de falar de algo que acontecia antes.

8. A - a expressao “it takes time” sempre vem acompanhado da preposicao “to” antes do verbo
em sua forma base.

9. B - “fainted earlier today” nos indica que algo aconteceu em algum momento de hoje, pedin-
do o Simple Past.

10. B - o0 “yet” indica que algo “ainda nao aconteceu, mas que provavelmente vai”. Para expres-
sar a parte de futuro, usamos o “will".

11. A - “when she remembered that..” assinala que alguma coisa estava acontecendo antes
deste evento, o que é expressado com Past Perfect Continuous.

12. A - 0 “he’s”, aqui, é a contracao de “he is”, que pede o Present Continuous.
13. B - a segunda parte da questao, “why doesn’t she stop by anymore?” nos indica que ela
costumava fazer algo que nao faz mais. A Unica alternativa que esta expressando algo no pas-

sado ¢é a B.

14. C - “when he was younger” indica algo no passado, e € comum usarmos “would + verb” para
expressar que algo acontecia antes.

15. D - “Billy...after lunch today to visit” indica que algo vai acontecer nesse ponto no future
(ap6s o almoco hoje). A Unica alternativa que esta no futuro é a D, com “gonna” (forma bem
informal de “going to”).

16. D - “Ryan...earlier today to see if you wanted...” nos sugere que estamos procurando um
verbo no passado. A forma passado de “come” é “came”.

17. B - “fainted” significa “desmaiou”, que € a palavra que mais se encaixa com O contexto.
18. C - se queremos saber o motivo de algo, perguntamos “why"?
19. B - quando estamos explicando o motivo de algo, geralmente usamos “because”.

20. A - a expressao “or so” é muito comumente usada para aproximar uma quantidade da qual
nao temos muita certeza, parecido com “about” (que vem antes do substantivo).

21. A - “lend” significa “emprestar” ou “dar emprestado”. A palavra “borrow” significa “tomar
emprestado”.

22. B - pela segunda parte da questdo (“you have a great sense of style”), sabemos que a pessoa
esta falando da jaqueta de seu interlocutor. Assim, “your” (teu).

23. D - a questao esta falando dos filhos da esposa nova do pai, ou seja, os filhos de sua ma-
drasta. A palavra para este tipo de irmao é “step brother” (para irma, “step sister”).

24. C - se o filme ainda ndo comecou, usamos “yet” para expressar o “ainda nao”.
25. A - uma forma de falar as vezes é “at times”.
26. A - usamos o “so” para significar “entao”, no sentido de “por esse motivo”.

27. D - “borrow” significa “tomar/pegar emprestado”.
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
