J ANSWERS & EXPLANATIONS

1. C - Look like - Parece; ter uma aparéncia semelhante a algo ou alguém.

2. D - Had his coffee implica uma agao unica que ja ocorreu. A aparéncia de zumbi de Theodore
precede o café, portanto apenas a opcao no passado (was) se encaixa.

3. A - Na questao a frase se refere a aparéncia do dia antes de um evento, o comeco da chuva.
Portanto, a resposta correta esta no passado (had looked like).

4. A - Novamente, uma aparéncia que precede um evento (ganho de peso), portanto um verbo
no passado. Have looked like, ou “tenho parecido”, implica que a acao comecou no passado e
continua até o presente, 0 que nao € o caso. Used to look like - “costumava parecer” é a opgcao
correta.

5. B - O bebé esta pronto para uma soneca, portanto a a¢gao ocorre no presente, Looks like.

6. A - Sem especificacdes, o correto seria 0 verbo na terceira pessoa do presente looks like
- parece (fisicamente), pois estamos falando de um fato (a Katrina se parece com a mae.) O
gerundio de “parecer” (neste caso, look like) quase ndo é usado em inglés.

7. C - O verbo refere-se a uma acao que comecou no passado, e ainda € possivel de ocorrer
(ndo choveu até agora, mas ainda tem a chance de chover). Isso elimina A (simple present), D
(simple past) e B (present continuous).

8. D - A primeira parte esta no presente, (doesn’'t want - ndo quer), portanto a opgao correta é
(D), a Unica que também esta no presente e vai corresponder ao resto da frase.

9. D - A frase é condicional (if) sobre um evento passado que, se fosse diferente do que ocor-
reu, teria tido uma consequéncia diferente. Como a clausula if tem o past perfect (had + past
participle), a segunda clausula tem de estar com would/wouldn’t + present perfect

10. D - A frase se refere a um momento futuro (quando ele crescer), portanto, usamos o will
look like, alternativa D.

11. A - O final da frase indica um evento que tem acontecido num passado recente e ainda in-
fluencia o hoje, mas nao esta acontecendo no exato momento que a pessoa esta falando. Para
este tempo verbal, s6 podemos usar o Present Perfect, A.

12. D - Ladies and Gentlemen (“senhoras e senhores”) € uma saudacdo comum, usada em dis-
cursos publicos.

13. A - “Minha avo é filha da minha bisavo (great-grandmother)”

14. D - Upset - Chateada, aborrecida, Boring - Entediante, Emotive - Emotiva/Passional, Sen-
sible - Sensata.
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15. C - Gets bigger (equivalente a expressao “fica maior”) atende a terceira pessoa do singular e
pode ser usado para uma multidao. Grows up é geralmente usado no sentido de crescer/ama-
durecer para pessoas, plantas ou animais.

16. A - Lamp - luminaria, Light Bulb - lampada, Lightning - relampago, Light source - fonte de
luz.

17. B - Pen esta no singular, e especificado como over there - “ali”, “longe”; Portanto, usariamos
o “aquele” ou “aquela”; em inglés, that.

18. C - Para parabenizar um esforco da pessoa (o que exclui ja a A e a D), a expressao normal-
mente usada é Good job - “bom trabalho”.

19. C - “Crescer”, como pessoa, em inglés é o verbo grow UP. No caso, refere-se ao passado,
antes da pessoa viver na cidade grande. Portanto, Grew up, C.
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
