J ANSWERS & EXPLANATIONS

1. D - “look over” significa, literalmente, “olhar por cima”.

2. C - a frase comeca sem um sujeito e sem um verbo auxiliar. Assim, das alternativas, sO po-
demos usar o imperativo, com o verbo em sua forma base.

3. A - a expressao “right now” indica que algo esta acontecendo agora mesmo (Present Con-
tinuous, letra A).

4. C - as palavras “before he rented” nos fala que o Jared fez algo antes de alugar, entao es-
tamos procurando um verbo no passado. A Alternativa A esta no presente, a B no presente
continuo, e a D no futuro.

5. C - as palavras “...when Davidson called” indica que alguma coisa tinha acontecido, ou esta-
va em progresso quando aconteceu o momento da ligacao. Para expressar o primeiro, usamos
o Past Perfect (had + verb in past participle) e para expressar o segundo, usamos o Past Con-
tinuous (alternativa C).

6. A - na segunda parte do enunciado, temos “....but now he doesn’'t worry about it”, o que
indica algo que acontecia antes e nao acontece mais. Usamos o “used to” para expressar isto.

7. B - “as soon as she gets” (assim que ela adquirir/conseguir) assinala algo que vai acontecer
no futuro. A Unica alternativa que indica futuro é a B.

8. C - “for the last few minutes” indica que o Jesse tem feito algo ao longo destes minutos. Para
expressar isso, usamos o Present Perfect Continuous (letra C).

9. A - temos aqui “...and fixed it” (e a consertou). Para acompanhar este tempo verbal, que esta
no passado, precisamos de outra expressao no passado. Além disso, a frase esta falando de
um evento especifico, e ndao de algo que acostumava acontecer, eliminando a D, unica outra
alternativa no passado.

10. D - aqui temos outro 1st conditional, com a segunda clausula com “will” (em “you’ll"). Assim,
a primeira clausula, com o “if”, vai ter um verbo na sua forma Simple Present (alternativa D).

11. A - as alternativas B e C estao erradas, porque precisariam do “to” entre o primeiro verbo
e o segundo. “Please look over” usamos no inicio de uma frase, e na questao temos o sujeito
antes da lacuna. A Unica alternativa que cabe é a A.

12. C - “tripped over” significa “tropecou em”.

13. D - outra palavra (e a mais comum hoje em dia) para mother é “mom”.

14. B - “cheating” significa “colando”, da expressao de “colar na prova”.

15. C - a expressado “turn in” significa “entregar algo (de volta) a alguém”, usado para entregar
crachas, tarefas, provas, e coisas parecidas para a pessoa responsavel por recebé-los.

16. A - a palavra “chart” significa “tabela”.

18. A - a palavra “typos” significa “erros de digitagcao”
