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Os sons de /d/ e /t/ na lingua inglesa soam parecidos a como os pronunciamos em portugués.
O som de /t/ causa uma pequena explosao ao ser pronunciado e ndo causa vibracao nas cordas
vocais. Por outro lado, o som de /d/ pode ser mais sutil do que no portugués em alguns casos e
causa uma leve vibracao nas cordas vocais.

Ambos os sons tém seu som puro, mas comportam-se de maneira diferente no meio de palavras
e normalmente sdo pronunciados pela metade no final de palavras. Veremos mais sobre isso

através de exemplos.
