2. B - taught é a forma passado correta para o verbo teach.
3. A - got é a forma passada para o verbo get.

4. D - "hurt” e “cut” sdo verbos irregulares que tem suas formas no passado como “hurt” e “cut”,
respectivamente.

5. B - como temos o sujeito “it”, vamos usar a conjugacao verbal “was”, eliminando assim as
alternativas A e D. E a forma certa do verbo “freeze” no Simple Past é “froze”, riscando também
a opcao C.

11. B - aqui temos a palavra “yesterday”, que contextualiza um unico momento no passado
quando a acao ocorreu, tornando o Present Perfect da opcao A incorreto, e também a C, que
fala de algo que era costume acontecer, € nao de algo que aconteceu uma unica vez. A frase
também esta com o sujeito na terceira pessoa do singular, “Gary”, o que garante que a D esteja
incorreta também, restando assim somente a B.

12. C - aqui temos a expressao “last night”, que contextualiza um Uunico momento no passado
quando a acao ocorreu, tornando o Present Perfect da opcao B incorreto, e também a D, que
fala de algo que era costume acontecer, e nao de algo que aconteceu uma unica vez. E a alter-
nativa A esta no presente simples, e ndao no passado, o que também a elimina.

13. D - a expressao “this morning” é equivalente a expressao “hoje de manha”, que geralmente
indica que fizemos algo na parte da manha daquele mesmo dia, estando assim também no pas-
sado, o que descarta a alternativa A, no Present Simple. A opcao B esta com o verbo na forma
do passado participio, que € usada no Present Perfect, também incorreto nesse contexto. E
como temos o sujeito “We”, a forma passado do verbo “be” é “were”, e ndo “was”, invalidando
a opcao C.
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14. B - “dug, buried” sao a forma do passado dos verbos “dig” e “bury”, respectivamente.

15. B - “flew, drank” sdo a forma do passado dos verbos “fly” e “drink”, respectivamente.
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
