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ANSWERS & EXPLANATIONS
1. D – a expressão “come along” significa, literalmente, “vir junto” ou “vir numa direção con-
stante”.

2. A – na segunda parte do enunciado, “because she needed to get some bleach” nos indica 
que a frase é algum evento no passado, eliminando a B, que está no presente, e a C, que está 
no futuro. A D, “used to”, fala de algo que costumava acontecer, e não de um evento específico. 

3. B – a expressão “was going to” é o equivalente ao português “ia”, como neste exemplo: “I was 
going to sleep, but my friend arrived. – Eu ia dormir, mas meu amigo chegou.”.

4. B – entre o verbo “want” e outro verbo, precisamos da preposição “to”.

5. B – no enunciado da questão temos “has....been” + o verbo, o que assinala que a pergunta 
está no Present Perfect Continuous, pedindo um verbo no gerúndio.

6. C – o “we’d” (we would) e “but not anymore” fala de algo que acontecia no passado, mas não 
mais. Para expressar isso, usamos o “used to”.

7. A – para fazer uma pergunta, precisamos começar com um verbo auxiliar, o que elimina as 
alternativas C e D. Para termos o verbo “to be” e outro verbo, o outro verbo precisa estar no 
gerúndio, eliminando ainda a B.

8. A – para usar a B, com “coming”, precisamos do verbo “to be”, que não temos, então esta 
está descartada. “I has” também está errado, então anula-se a C. “Every day this week” está 
colocando o tempo no presente, o que elimina a D, que fala de passado.  

9. A - entre o verbo “want” e outro verbo, precisamos da preposição “to”. 

10. C – “next month” indica que a frase está falando de futuro. No inglês, diferente do português, 
podemos usar o Present Continuous para falar de planos acertados para o futuro.

11. C – a expressão “since the last time” pede o Present Perfect.

12. A – pelo enunciado da questão, “if I don’t have anything better to do” (se eu não tiver nada 
melhor para fazer), nos indica algo futuro, eliminando a alternativa C. Para usar “coming along” 
(D), precisaríamos do verbo “to be”, que não temos. A alternativa B está no presente simples, 
que também não cabe.

13. C – “grocery shopping” é a atividade de fazer compras para casa no supermercado.

14. C – “my own” significa “(a) minha própria”.

15. D – “I can’t wait” é a expressão que usamos para “mal posso esperar”.

16. D – “I’m so sorry” usamos para dizer “Eu sinto muito”. 

17. A – pelo contexto, sabemos que a pessoa está falando algo que foi decidido. O verbo para 
“decidir” é “decide”. A palavra “against” significa “contra”.

18. A – “travel” é o verbo “viajar”.

19. A – a expressão “no matter what” é a expressão “não importa o que/qual/quão”. 

20. D – a expressão “even though” significa “apesar de”, uma expressão de contraste.

21. D – a expressão “mudar de ideia”, em inglês, é “change your/my/his/its/her/etc. mind”.

22. A – a expressão “after all”, quando usada no final de uma frase, significa algo como “assim 
mesmo” ou “apesar de tudo”.
